The above pie charts show the proportion of responses of students to the 8
questions provided in the programme feedback. The evidence from the pie chart shows, that most of the students strongly agreed with the opinion that the syllabus is
suitable for the programmes. A deficient proportion of students strongly disagree with this. 72% of students strongly agreed the syllabus is according to the needs 59%
of students strongly agreed the syllabus has well-defined objectives. It is shown that 18% strongly disagree with this. Most of them admit that the syllabus generates
interest in the respective subject area. About half of the proportion strongly admit that the curriculum has the scope of research and employability.
